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Abstract 

 The aim of this research is to study demographic factors affecting the decision to participate in 

recreational activities. The sample of 375 people was determined using stratified random sampling. The research 

tool was recreational activities questionnaires. The statistical analysis used f-test and if differences are found. 

Statistically significant at the 0.05 level, tested in pairs using the Least Significant Difference's Method (LSD).  

 The results show that different demographic factors have different effects on the decision to participate 

in recreational activities. together Statistically significant at the 0.05 level. The demographic factors include gender, 

year of study, faculty of study. that affect the decision to participate in recreational activities The majority of students 

are female. followed by male and alternative gender, respectively, and when comparing the data to compared the 

differences in student activity participation classified by demographic characteristics of the year of study. and the 

group that studied. It was found that the year of study and the study group participated in activities of Rajamangala 

University of Technology Phra Nakhon students. After the COVID-19 crisis, they are significantly different at the 

0.05 level. Therefore, testing was done by comparing pairs (Multiple Comparisons) using the Fisher's Least  

Significant Different (LSD) method. It was found that when testing to compare the differences each pair is different 

in terms of year of study. It was found that first-year students had an average of 1.41, second-year students had 

an average of 1.38 and third-year students had an average of 1.45. They participated in different activities than 

fourth-year students had an average of equal to 1.25 with static significance at the 0.05 level.
